4.1.1. Compliance of the premises area for
remote submission of documents, consultations and
entrance tests with the established norms of
quarantine restrictions in the country where
recruitment is carried out;

4.1.2. Providing entrants
protective equipment;

4.1.3. Ensuring the procedure of entrants’
identification using facial recognition technologies,
which includes verification of personal data (surname,
patronymic (if available)), biometric data and their
verification with the official (state) database;

4.1.4. Ensuring control of compliance with the
requirements of integrity during the entrance exam for
foreigners;

4.1.5. Providing a place to store the entrants'
phones, tablets and other electronic devices
confiscated during the entrance examination;

4.1.6. Providing a device for suppressing
cellular and Internet networks;

4.1.7. Ensuring video surveillance around the
perimeter of the auditorium where the entrance exam
for foreigners takes place by installing at least two
video cameras;

4.1.8. Providing technical equipment for video
communication with the examination commission of
the educational institution in real time (computer,
video camera, microphone, TV or projector with 2
screen);

4.1.9. Presence in the auditorium of at least
two employees to monitor compliance with the
requirements of academic integrity and technical
