ABSTRACT

The dissertation focuses on summarizing and developing theoretical propositions,
developing methodological approaches as well as practical recommendations for the
formation of analytical support for measuring human development security.

The paper studies the conceptual foundations of human development, identifies
the basic preconditions for the formation and wide spread of the concept of human
development — historical, economic, social and institutional ones; the morphological
analysis of the concept of human development was carried out, which made it possible
to systematize theoretical and methodological features of the concept of human
development, to draw a conclusion concerning the specific features of the expansion of
human capabilities. Also, analysis of the interpretations of the content of human
development was made, which allowed identifying the following approaches to the
definition of the concept of human development: process-targeted, systemic, conceptual,
resource, harmonization and structural ones.

In order to clarify the concept of human development security, the analysis of the
conceptual apparatus was carried out. It enabled providing a generalizing interpretation
of the human development concept, the peculiarity of which is in applying a process
approach and considering this concept as a state of dynamic balance of the process of
expansion of human capabilities and freedom in order to preserve the current level and
to meet the growing needs, and also, to realize the potential, which is constantly
accumulating in the development process, with the aim of achieving a decent level of
life on condition that threats are minimal. In order to have a clear interpretation of the
concept of human development security and the specific features of this process, a

comparative analysis of the concepts of human development, human security, social
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security and human development security was carried out. These concepts are similar in
meaning but different in regard to the aim, tasks and the objectives of the study.

The analysis of the approaches to the analytical support for measuring human
development made it possible to compile a list of problems that arise in the process of
measuring, namely: complications due to a large number of indicators; neglecting
destabilizing factors of human development; obsolescence of some indicators used in
the methodology; not considering quality indicators for some of the assessing
dimensions; duplication of indicators for assessing human development; doubtful
significance of some indicators used for assessing human development in Ukraine; the
same weighting coefficients for the subindices when calculating the integral index; lack
of comparability of the received data; omitting innovativeness of human development as
one of its main components.

Problems in modern methodological approaches to assessing human development
were taken into account while modifying the traditional Human Development Index to
assess its level in regions of Ukraine. The difference between the proposed Modified
Human Development Index and the existing ones is in adding a new dimension of
information and communication technology development, updating the system of
indicators for the dimensions knowledge and ecological well-being in accordance with
Ukrainian conditions of society development and methods of determining the weighting
coefficients for calculating the integral index.

Applying of the proposed model of assessing allows eliminating a number of
identified shortcomings that arise in assessing human development.

The calculation of the Modified Human Development Index was carried out on
the basis of statistics for the regions of Ukraine for the period 2012-2018. The results of
the assessing show that there is uneven human development in the regions of Ukraine. It
should also be noted that the population is differentiated by the level of access to
material goods and non-material services, and the diametrically opposite environmental
situation. In addition, the unfavorable socio-economic situation in the regions of
Ukraine generates trends that are a potential source of economic, social and political

instability in the country, and also, stimulates social stratification of society.
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The state of human development was fully analyzed at macro- and meso-
economic levels. Having analyzed the global trends in changes of the Human
Development Index, the author came to the conclusion that in spite of the fact that
almost all countries improved their level of human development during the study
period, there is still a global tendency towards slowing its growth rate.

The study of the level of human development in Ukraine at the regional level
found that the level of human development is mainly affected by adverse factors. Thus,
although there is some improvement in certain qualitative characteristics of human
development (the share of the population with higher education is increasing, literacy of
the population is growing, the ability to work in the marketing environment is being
formed), Ukraine is undergoing some processes that lead to a hidden decrease in its
value due to destabilizing factors which are not accounted in the calculated index.

A full analysis of destabilizing factors made it possible to classify significant
threats to human development security in terms of their source, time, and territorial
character. The search for effective approaches to the classification of the threats to
human development security, which will allow their further formalization and making
them a component of integrated assessment of human development security, showed the
expediency of classifying threats in accordance with the human development
dimensions. On this basis, it is proposed to identify threats to a long and healthy life;
threats affecting the knowledge dimension; threats to economic well-being,
environmental well-being; threats to the development of information and communication
technologies.

The procedure for identifying primary threats to human development security was
improved. Its characteristic feature is determining the indicators of primary threats by
the results of expert estimation and correlation analysis of destabilizing factors, which
makes it possible to substantiate priorities in ensuring human development security, as
well as to interrelate the subjects’ activities in preventing those factors.

According to the results of the study, primary threats to human development
security were identified. The threats which make a negative and destabilizing effect on

each dimension of human development are: child mortality, suicide, adolescent suicide,
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population morbidity, epidemics of socially dangerous diseases, worsening of crime
situation in society, serious injuries and deaths in road accidents, military conflicts and
combat operations, illicit trafficking of arms, ammunition and explosive materials
(dimension of a long and healthy life); irreversible educational migration, outflow of
scientists abroad, unemployment among graduates of higher education institutions
(dimension knowledge); unemployment, poverty, external migration of working-age
population, inflation, corruption (dimension economic well-being); air pollution,
pollution of water resources, deforestation, disposal of waste materials in spontaneous
landfills (dimension ecological well-being); crimes related to buying and selling over
the Internet, telephone and other frauds (money transfer, frauds with payment cards,
etc.) — dimension development of information and communication technologies.

The study found that the impact of threats on the regions is uneven, which
necessitated identification of regional groups that are similar in terms of experiencing
the primary threats to human development security. The results obtained were the basis
for recommendations for improving human development security, which take into
account regional peculiarities of the manifestation of primary threats.

Despite the utmost importance of security in modern society, the issue of
considering the primary threats while assessing human development is not sufficiently
explained in Ukrainian and foreign literature. Therefore, the methodological approach to
assessing human development security based on the construction of an integral indicator
was improved.

The originality of the proposed methodological approach to assessing human
development security lies in phased, three-tier integral assessment of human
development security in terms of the following dimensions: a long and healthy life,
knowledge, a decent standard of living, environmental well-being and development of
information and communication technologies, which are adjusted to the coefficients for
each of the dimensions. The result of the applying of the proposed approach is
establishing an objective level of human development security of the region, which
creates an informational basis for timely identifying primary threats and calculating the

percentage of lost opportunities caused by them.
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The results of the analysis of the modern mechanism of analytical support for
assessing human development show the lack of an integral system of formation of
analytical support. Taking into consideration all mentioned above, the mechanism of
formation of analytical support for assessing human development security was
improved by identifying the resource components (personnel, financial, organizational,
material and technical) and the functional (organizational-communication, information
and methodical) components of the analytical support for assessing human development
security in safe realization of human potential and sustainable human development.

The structural-logical model of organizational-communication support for
assessing human development security was further developed. This model, unlike the
existing ones, involves interactions between the legislative and executive bodies and
local authorities in order to timely identify the impact of destabilizing factors on human
development security, to work out recommendations how to eliminate their negative
impact and to give the population opportunities to improve their quality of life. It was
determined that the modern requirements for the formation of human development
security expect communication processes to be organized at a new level, which will
facilitate effective interactions between the legislative, executive and local authorities in
the system of organizational and communication support for assessing human
development security in Ukraine. The study substantiates creating a Human
Development Security Department which should be an independent structural unit at the
Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine and contribute to implementation of state policy
concerning human development security. The main tasks of the Human Development
Security Department were formulated.

The practical value of the prepared materials is corroborated by their
implementation into the activities of enterprises, institutions and organizations, namely:
the proposed methodological approach to assessing human development security is used
to analyze the security of human development at the State Enterprise Malyshev Plant
(reference No. 317/46 of 10/22/2019). The results and proposals presented in the
dissertation on analytical support for assessing human security are of practical

importance and are used in the Main Department of Statistics in Kharkiv Oblast
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(reference No. 01/03/63 of 28/10/2019). The materials on the identification of primary
threats to human development security were implemented in the activities of the Non-
Governmental organization Chyste Dovkillia Slobozhanshchyny (reference No. 109 of
01.11.2019). The basic theoretical and practical materials of the dissertation are used to
improve the theoretical framework of the educational process at the Department of
Economics and Social Sciences of the Simon Kuznets Kharkiv National University of
Economics in teaching the courses of Personnel Development (training of masters in
specialty 051 Economics of educational program Human Resource Management and
Labor Economics) and Human Development (training of bachelors in specialty 232
Social Security of educational program Social Sphere Management) (reference No.
19/86-09-145 /1 of 05.11.2019).
