4.1.9. Presence in the auditorium of at least
two employees to monitor compliance with the
requirements of academic integrity and technical
support during the entrance exam for foreigners;

9.1.3. Determine the list of representatives
who have the right to access Confidential
Information on Foreigners and provide a written list
of such representatives to the relevant Party. Make
representatives personally responsible for non-
compliance with the use or disclosure of Contfidential
Information, and ensure that they sign a written
commitment to keep secret the data that constitutes
Confidential Information.

9.1.4. Be responsible for improper use or
disclosure of Confidential Information about
foreigners by any of its representatives in accordance
with the current legislation of Ukraine, the host
country of the Organization and the provisions of this
Agreement.

9.1.5. Take all appropriate measures to
protect the Confidential Information about
foreigners, not disclose it in any way, not pass it on
to third parties and protect it from encroachment. and
in case of threat of such encroachment to notify the
Party immediately.

9.7. Not take any action that may lead to
unauthorized access to Confidential Information
about foreigners by third parties and to not use
Confidential Information for any purpose other than
as provided by the Agreement and/or additional
agreements, which form an integral part of this
Agreement, and by decisions the Parties.

9.8. Not transfer the rights and obligations
under this Agreement to third parties, as well as not
to delegate the performance of certain functions
using Confidential Information about foreigners to
third parties without the prior written consent of the
relevant Party.
